The members of the Company holding shares as on the "cut-off" date of Monday, 2274 August, 2022
were entitled to vote on the proposed resolutions as contained in the Notice of the AGM by remote e-
| voting system prior to AGM and e-voting system during the AGM.

| The Company had availed the remote e-voting facility offered by KFin Technologies Limited for
conducting remote e-voting prior to AGM and conducting e-voting during the AGM by the members
of the Company.
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The Company had also provided e-voting facility for the members to vote during AGM who were
present in the meeting through VC/OAVM and had not casted their votes on the proposed
resolutions through remote e-voting facility, to cast their vote at the AGM.

After the conclusion of the e-voting at the 15" AGM, the votes casted by the members present through
VC/OAVM at the 15" AGM and through remote e-voting facility were there after unblocked and
counted in the presence of two witnesses who are not in the employment of the Company.

I have scrutinised and reviewed the votes casted by the members through remote e-voting process
before the 15" AGM and through e-voting process during the 15" AGM based on the data
downloaded from the KFin Technologies Limited e-voting system.
