Stray dogs being provided shel· 
ter by Indian Institute of Man­
agement Indore are returning 
the favour. The canines are act­
ing as security guards and man­
ning the institute campus. 

shelter about two years ago and 
take care of every dog there. To· 
day, there are over 30 dogs and a 
few puppies, which are also up 
for adoption. 

The institute on Wednesday 
conducted a dog vaccination 
camp, wherein all the dogs of 
the shelter; along with the pet 
dogs of the community mem­
bers got a free health check-up 
and an anti-rabies vaccination. 

Rai had recently donated 15 
dog houses with mattresses for 
the fur-babies in the dog shelter­
to make sure that the dogs are 
not feeling cold in winters and 
have a shade to sleep in during 
summers. 

'The Paws at Planet-! team 
conducts such dog camps regu­
larly. Previously also such spay 
and neuter camps were organ­
ized," said liM Indore faculty 
Prof Sneha Thapliyal.

Anxious students reach 
DAVV as bids to submit 
answer books online fail

Following instructions from Chief 
Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan tore· 
alize the amount of embezzlement 
from ration mafia, the District admin· 
istration has constituted a team of 

ADM and SDM to 
identify the prop­
erty of ration 
mafia Bharat 
Dave. By auction­
ing his property 
from amount the 
grain will be pur­
chased and dis· 
tributed to the 
poor. 

District Collector Manish Singh ex­
posed the ration scam did during the 
lock down in the city. Bharat Dave was 
identified as kingpin of the scam 
along with Shyam Dave and Promod 
Dahigude. They did not distribute the 
foodgrain worth Rs 80 lakh, which had 
to be distributed among 11,000 people. 

Taking note of the scam, Chief Min· 
ister Singh gave clear instruction to 
the District Administration on 
Wednesday saying that ration mafias 
have a demonic tendency and snatch 
the rights of the poor. After getting 
the instruction from CM, talking to

He said CM has instructed that the 
property of ration mafia must be 
seized and auctioned. From the 
amount collected, foodgrain worth Rs 
80 lakh should be purchased and dis· 
tribute among 11000 people deprived 
beneficiaries so that poor can get back 
their foodgrain supply. 

On the role of suspended District 
Food Controller and Civil Supplier 
RC Meena, against whom FIR have 
been lodged in Food grain scam, 
Singh said that on the basis of the in· 
vestigation whatever evidence will be 
traced, the necessary action will be 
done against him. 

Illegally built office of ration mafia razed

A day after ration scam was 
unearthed, Indore Municipal 
Corporation knocked down 
illegally built office of ration 
mafia Bharat Dave at Moti 
Tabela on Wednesday. 

Removal gang of IMC 
armed with JCB and poclain 
machine reached Moti Tabela 
and demolished office built 
on 150 sq ft area. 

"The illegal structure was 
demolished within a few min­
utes," said additional munici· 
pal commissioner Devendra 
Singh. 

Some police personnel were 
also present during the demo­
lition drive to pre-empty any 
attempt to thwart the bid. 

Singh stated that they 
would prepare list of other il· 
legal structures of Dave and 
his associates and demolish 
them too. 

A major ration scam worth 
Rs 79 lakh was unearthed by 

the district administration 
on Tuesday. Three persons 
Bharat Dave, Shyam Dave 
and Pramod Dahigude who 
were part of the scam were 
booked under the National 
Security Act whereas FIRs 
are being registered against 
31 other accused, including 
suspended food controller R S 
Meena. 

Collector Manish Singh 
said that the ration mafia did 

manipulation in ration stock 
which was to be distributed 
among the poor during lock· 
down for preventing spread 
of coronavirus infection. 

The ration had been sent by 
the central government and 
was to be distributed via fair 
price shops, but the ration 
mafia and their family mem­
bers having hand in glove 
with government officials di· 
ver ted it to the open market.

Hundreds of anxious stu­
dents of law courses made 
a beeline to Evaluation 
Centre of Devi Ahilya 
Vishwavidyalaya (DAVV) 
as their attempts to submit 
answer books post-exam 
went in vain on Wednes­
day. 

The hue and cry for sub­
mitting answer books of­
fline exposed chinks in the 
university's armour which 
is holding online exams for 
the first time in its 57 years 
of histor y. 

The online examination 
is necessitated as Bar 
Council of India (BCI) had 
cleared that promotion to 
law students can't be grant· 
ed on the basis of pervious 
semester exams despite 
Covid-19 situation in the 
country. 

Resultantly, the DAVV 
made arrangements for 
conduct of online exams 
for law courses from Mon­
day. 

Exam on first day were to 
be held in two shifts. In the 
morn ing shift around 3000 
students took the exams. 
Out of them nearly, about 
2500 submitted their pa-

pers successfully online 
but 500 fa iled to do so de· 
spite several attempts. 

DAVV had made arrange­
ments for submission of 
answer books offline also 
at Evaluation Centre on 
UTD campus. 

The nervous students, 
who could not submit an­
swer books online, rushed 
to the evaluation centre 
and submitted their an­
swer books. 

In the evening shift also 
many students faced the 
same problem. Around 900 
students took exam in the 
evening shift of which 
nearly 150 could not sub­
mit their answer books on­
line and reached evalua­
tion centre to submit an­
swer books. 

Exam controller Ashesh 
Tiwari stated that they 
knew that some students 
may not be able to success­
fully upload answer books 
online so they have 
arranged for submission of 
the same in offline mode 
also. 

"Online exam is a new 
system not only for the stu­
dents but for the un iversity 
as well. Soon, we will mas­
ter ourselves in this sys­
tem," he said.

before session 2021-22

Indian Institute of Technology Indore, 
which is running without a full-time direc­
tor for past one year, is unlikely to see get a 
permanent director before commencement 
of session 2021-22. 

Appointment on the coveted post is neces­
sitated since Prof Pradeep Mathur left the 
institute in December 2019 after complet­
ing 10 years in director position. 

Ministry of Education had appointed 
Prof Neelesh Kumar Jain as offic iating di­
rector after Mathur left. 

Some months ago, the process for ap­
pointing new director was star ted. The last 
date for submission of applications was De­
cember31. 

As per information, many professors 
from across the country have applied for di­
rectorship of liT Indore which made its 
mark not on global map. 

But sources stated that the process for ap­
pointment may take at least six to seven 
months. They believe that the new director 
may not walk in before commencement of 
session 2021·22. Established in 2009, the in­
stitute r uns from a 500+ acre campus in 
Simrol. It has seen only one permanent di­
rector so far that is Mathur. The tenure of 
director at IITs is of 5 years. Mathur got 
two terms.

Normally the classes 
start from July 1 every ac­
ademic year but the same 
could not happen due to 
Covid-19 outbreak in the 
country in session 2020-
21. 

As the studies were hit 
badly by the Covid-19, the 
government had arranged 
for online lectures. 

As the Covid-19 cases 
dropped significantly, the 
colleges were allowed to 
hold practical classes on 
campuses from January 1. 

Later, final 

semester / year students 
were allowed to attend 
physical classes from Jan­
uary 10. 

Department of Higher 
Education allowed first 
and second year/ semester 
students also to take phys-

ical classes from Wednes­
day. 

Though students re­
turned to the campuses 
but the turnout was low. 
Colleges believe that the 
number would increase as 
the day would pass. 

In a one day job fair, 1612 candidates were 
given employment on the spot, where 36 
private companies participated. 

A district level employment fair was 
organized in Gramin Haat Bazar on 
Wednesday with the objective of provid· 
ing employment opportunities to the un­
employed youth of the district for build· 
ing 'Aatma Nirbhar Madhya Pradesh .' 
The fair was inaugurated by the Chief 
Guest MP Shankar Lalwani. Collector 
Manish Singh , District Panchayat CEO 
Himanshu Chandra and related officers 
and employees were present on the occa­
sion. During this time, the guests pres­
ent and the youth who came for employ­
ment heard the speech of Chief Minister 
Shivraj Singh Chouhan through live 
telecast.
